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Details
Searching

Basic Search allows you to search by entity name or by keyword.
Publication Search can be used to search for specific titles, but it is more useful to select
“List All”, then selecting the title you would like to search from the results.

3. Advanced Search lets you select which directory or directories you would like to search. To
multiple directories, hold down the PC Control key or the Apple Command key and click on
which titles you would like to search.

4. Advanced Search also allows for searching in categories, such as organizations or
government entities.

5. After selecting your directories or categories, you can use the search boxes to search by
keyword, name, city, state (for U.S. and Canadian directories), and country. You can also
add more fields by clicking “Add a Row”.
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Other features

1. Use Email to send a citation or a full-text entry to one or multiple people.
Mark items to create a list of citations that can be exported in a comma-separated value
(CSV) format that can be read using Microsoft Excel.

3. Infomark creates a stable URL for any page for direct access. The Infomark icon appears on
any page that can have a URL generated for it.

4. Click on How to Cite at the bottom of an entry to generate an exportable citation.
